These accounts have been prepared and examined under my direction in accordance 
with the requirements of Articles 149 and 15 1 of the Constitution of India and the 
Comptroller and Auditor General's (Duties, Powers and Conditions of Service) Act, 1971. 
Subject to the observations in this compilation and to tho se in my Report on the accounts 
of the Government of Orissa for the year 1978-79, the accounts now presented are, 
according to my information, correct s tate men ts of the receipts and outgoings of the 
Government o f Ori ssa for the year 1978-79.

INTRODUCTORY 

The accounts of Government are kept in three parts 

Part I-Consolidated Fund 

Part II-Contingency Fund 

Part III- Public Account 

Tn Part I, there are two main divisions, viz. ; 

(I )Revenue-Consisting of sections for 'Receipt Heads (Revenue Account)' and 'Expendi· 
ture Heads (Revenue Account)'; 

(2) Capital, Public Debt, Loans, etc.-consisting of sections for 'Receipt Heads (Capital 
Account)', 'Expenditure Heads (Capital Account)' and 'Public Debt, Loans and 
Advances, etc.' 

First Division 

The first division deals with the proceeds of taxation and other receipts classed as 
revenue and the expenditure met therefrom, the net result of which represents the revenue 
surplus or deficit for the year. 

Second Division 

In this division, the section 'Receipt Heads (Capital Account)' deals with receipts of 
capital nature whkh cannot be applied as set-off against tho Capital expenditure. 

The section 'Expenditure Heads (Capital Account)' deals with expenditure met 
usually from borrowed funds with the object either of increasing concrete assets of a 
material and permanent character or of reducing recurring liabilities. It also includes 
receipts of a capital nature intended to be applied as set-off against expenditure. 

The section 'Public Debt, Loans and Advances, etc.,' comprises loans raised and 
their repayment by Government such as 'Internal Debt' and 'Loans and Advances' made 
(and their recoveries) by Government. The section also includes certain special types of 
heads for transactions relating to 'Tra nsfers from the Consolidated Fund to the 
Contingency Fund' and 'Inter-State Settlement'. 

Tn part II of the accounts are recorded the transactions connected with the Contin· 
gency Fund set up by Government under Article 267 (2) of the Constitution of India. 

Tn part III of the accounts, the t ransactions relating to 'Debt' (other than those 
included in part T), 'Deposits', 'Advances', 'Remittances' and 'suspense' are recorded. 
The transactions under 'Debt', 'Deposits', and 'Advances' in this part are those in respect 
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of which Government incurs a liability to repay the money received or has a claim to 
recover the amount paid, together with the repayments of the former ('Debt' and 'Deposits') 
:;i.nd the recoveries of the latter ('Advances'). The transactions relating to 'Remittances' 
and 'suspense' in this part embrace all heads which arc merely adjusting beads under 
which appear such transactions as remittances of cash between treasuries and currency 
chests, accounts between different accounting circles, etc. The initia l debi ts or credits to 
these heads will be cleared eventually by corresponding receipts or payments either within 
the same circle of account or in another account circle . 

2. Sectors and Heads of Accounts :- Within each of the sections in Part I mentioned 
above the transactions are grouped into sectors, such as 'Tax Revenue', 'Non-Tax 
Revenue' etc., for the receipt heads (Revenue Account), and 'General Services', 'Social a nd 
Community Services', 'Economic Services', etc., for expenditure heads. Specific functions 
or services (such as education, medical, family welfare, housmg etc., in respect of Social 
and Community Services) are grouped in the sectors fo r expenditure heads. In Part TH 
also the transactions are grouped into sectors, such as 'Small Savings, Provident Funds, 
etc', and 'Reserve Funds', etc. The sectors arc sub-divided into major heads of accounts. 
Jn some cases the sectors are, in addi tion, sub-divided into sub-sectors before their division 
into major heads of account. 

The major heads are divided into minor heads, each of which has a number of sub­
ordinate heads, generally known as sub-heads. The sub-heads are further divid ed into 
de ta iled heads. Under each of these head s, the expenditure is shown distributed between 
charged and voted. Sometimes major heads a re a lso divided into sub-major head s before 
their further division into minor heads. The sectors, major heads, minor heads, sub-heads 
and detai led heads together constitute a five-tier a rrangement of the classification structure 
of Government Accounts. The major, minor and sub-heads prescribed for the classifica­
tion of expenditure in the genera l accounts a re not necessarily identical with the Grants, 
sub-heads a nd other units of allotments which are adopted by the Finance 
Department for Demand s for Grants; but in general a certai n degree of correlation is 
maintained between the Demands for Grants and the F inance Accounts. 

The major heads of accounts, falling within the sectors for expendi ture heads, generally 
correspond to functions of G overnment, whilethe minor heads, sub-ordinate to them, 
identify the progra mmes undertaken to achi eve the objectives of the function represented 
by the major head . The schemes or activities included in the programme generally corres­
pond to sub-heads below a minor head representing a programme. Detailed heads give 
the object classification. 

3. Codification- The sectors are d istinguished by Capital letters of the alphabet in 
separate series for (i) receipt maj or heads (revenue account), (ii)expenditure maj or heads 
(revenue account)and (iii) capita l section, public debt, loans a nd advances a·nd public 
account. The sub-sectors arc distinguished by sma II letters of the alphabet. 
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Each major head is allotted a code number which consists ofa three digit Arabic number 
code. The first digit indicates whether a particu lar major head pertains to the 'Revenue 
Receipt' section/' Revenue Expendi ture' section/'Capital Receipt' sectionf'Capital Expendi ­
ture ' section/' Pttblic Debt and Loans and Ad vances, etc.' section or to the 'Public Account'. 
The next two digits indicate the maj or heads. The digits indicating the major heads remain 
the same for the maj or head denoting the same function occurring in the several sections 
included in the Consolidated Fund. 

Under this scheme of codificat ion, the receipt major heads (revenue accou nt) are 
assigned a block of co nsecutive ser ial numbers from 020 to 199, expenditure major heads 
(revenue account) from 2 1 l to 399, expe nditure major heads (c:apita l account) from 41 1 
to 599, major head s under ' Public Debt ' from 601 to 610, and those under 'Loans and 
Advances', ' Inter-State Settlement' and 'Transfer to Contingency Fund ' from 611 to 799. 
The code number 400 has been assigned for Capital receipt major head. The only major, 
head 'Contingency Fund' in ' part II- Contingency Fund' h~s been assigned the code numbe r 
800. The major heads in the Public Account are assigned the code numbers from 801 to 
899. 

4. The transactions included in these accounts represent mainly the actual cash receipts 
and disbursements during the financial year April to March as distinguished from amounts 
due to or from Government dur ing the same period. The cash basis system is, however, 
not entirely suitable for recording the transactions and presenting the true state of a ffairs 
of Government commercial undertakings run on commercial princip les. The detailed 
accounts of this class of undertakings are, therefore, maintai ned outside the regular accounts 
in proper commercial form and are subjected to test check by the Indian Audit and Accounts 
Department. 

5. The figures of actua ls shown in the accounts are net, after taking into account the 
recoveries, although the Demands presented to the Legislature and the Appropriati on 
Accounts are for gross expenditure and exclude all creel its and recoveries which are other­
wise taken as reduction of expenditure.

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Explanatory Notes 

1. Receipts from the Government of India-The revenue receipts of Rs.4,47·44 crores 
include Rs. 2,54· 18 crores received from Government of India as indicated below :-

(i) Share of net proceeds of divisible Union Taxes­

1. Capital Outlay on Industrial and Economic Development - The details of the 
Government investments in (i) Statutory Corporations, (ii) Government Companies, 
(iii) Joint Stock Compan ies and (iv) Co-operative Institutions are given in Statement 
no . 14. 

Twenty-four companies in which the Government had invested Rs. 50·96 lakhs 
are under liquidation (January 1980). Thirteen other companies in which the 
Government had invested Rs. 14·84 lakhs have been liquidated upto 1978-79. Some 
Co-operative Societies are under liquidation ; complete information about the realisa­
tion or the write off of the Government investment in these companies/societies is 
awaited (January 1980). 

Jn 1978-79 the Governmc11L invested Rs. 12,06·92 lakhs in the Statutory Corpora­
tions (Rs. 36 lakhs), Government Companies (Rs. 4,63·01 lakhs) and Co-operative 
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institutions (Rs. 7,07·91 lakhs), it includes Rs. 93·35 lakhs invested in debentures of 
Orissa State Co-operative Land Devclopm..:nt Bank and excludes Rs. 2·13 lakhs sold/ 
written off during the year (one Government Company: Rs. 0·25 Jakh and one joint stock 
company: Rs. l '88 lakhs). 

According to the information furnished by the Government total investment of 

the Government in the share capital and dcbentlll'es of different concerns at the end 

of 1976-77, 1977-78 and 1978-79 were Rs. 72· 16 crorcs, Rs. 84·93 crores and 

Rs. 96·98 crores respectively. The dividend and interest received therefrom was 

Rs. 32· 30 lakhs (O· 45 per cent), Rs. 74· 15 lakbs (O· 87 per cent) and Rs. 9· 95 lakbs 

(O· 12 per cent) respectively. Further detai ls are given in Appendix I. 

Besides the above investments, Rs. J ,35· 54 lakhs were invested out of the earmarked 

balances in debentures of Statutory Corporations (Rs. l ,24·76 1akhs) and 01issa State 

Co-operative Land Development Bank, Bhubancswar (Rs. 10·78 lakhs) . Iotercst 

received therefrom during 1978-79 was Rs. 10· 86 lakhs. 

2. Capital Outlay 011 Multipurpose River Schemes - Of the M ultipurpose River 

Schemes, the Hirakud Dam Proiect (Stage I and II) has been completed. The Capital 

invested thereon upto 1978-79 (excluding indirect charges) was Rs. 69·83 crores. The 

loss on its working during the year was Rs. 3·05 crores after providing for interest 

charges (Rs. 3·03 crores) on capital outlay. The detailed account showing the financial 

results of this project and other irrigation works (Commercia l) is given in Statement 

no. 3 (i). 

3. Capital Outlay on Electricity Schemes - With the formation of the State 

Electricity Board from the 1st March, 1961 a ll completed transmission and distribution 

system and generation assets of the Hirakud system and Talcher Thermal system have 

been transferred to the State Electricity Board. The allocation of Capital Outlay 

bewteen the Orissa State Electricity Board and the Government has not been finalised. 

Capital expenditure of Rs. 65· 50 crores was transferred to the Board in 1964-65 

(Rs. 16·72 crores), 1966-67 (Rs. 0·73 crore), 1969-70 (Rs. 17'24 crores) and 1970-71 

(Rs. 30· 81 crores) and has been treated as loan. 

4. The proforma accounts for 1978-79/ 1978 for departmentally managed under­

takings, the net expenditure on which is shown in the table below have not been prepared 

(January 1980). The preparation of pro fr;rma accounts of some of the Depart-
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mental underta ki ngs has been delayed by one to sixteen years. A summary of the

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Explanatory Notes 

I. Financial results ofMinor Irrigation Schemes have not been shown in this Statement 

2. Thy Irrigation projects which have been declare-cl as Commercial undertakings and 
in respect of which both revenue receipts and direct working expenses appeared in Accounts 
are mentioned in this Statement. Twentyeight other multipurpose major and medium 
Irrigation projects are under execution. 

Of the seventeen schemes shown in the statement, revenue receipts of " Pitamahal Irri­
gation Project" were not sufficient to meet the interest charges although, it covered the 
working expenses. The revenue receipts of remaining schemes except "Orissa Canal Project' 
were not sufficient to cover even the working expenses. After meeting the working expenses 
and interest charges on capital outlay, the schemes exhibit a net loss totalling to Rs.11,48·3 l 
lakhs as against Rs. 10,08·26 lakhs to end of the 1977-78. The net loss expressed as percen­
tage of the capital outlay to end of 1978-79 is 6·30 as against 5·72 to end of 1977-78. 

3. Non-assessment of betterment levy and water charges-Betterment charges have not 
been levied on lands irrigated by the canals of Irrigation Schemes. 

4. Productive and un-productive works-Works in the Irrigation department are classi­
fied as' Productive and Un-productive' according as the net revenue (gross revenue less 
working expenses) derived from each work on the expiry of ten years from the closure of 
the construction estimate coveus or does not cover the prescr ibed annual interest chaq~es 
on the capital invested. 

The productivity test involves certain proforma adjustments which do not appear in 
regular Gove1 nment accounts. If a work classed as productive fails to yield the prescribed 
return for three successive years it is classed as 'un-productive'. Similarly, if a work classi­
fied as un-prodactive yields for three successive years, the prescribed return , it is transferred 
to 'proclu.ctive' class. The prescribed rate was 4 per cent on power and 3 per cent for Hira­
Kud Dam Project, 4 per cent for Orissa Canals Project and Rushikulya System, 4· 5 percent 
for Salandi Irrigation Project and Medium Irrigation Projects and 3·75 per cent for Delta 
Irrigation Project up to- 31st, March 1979. The information regardi-ng the revision of such 
rate, if any, has not been received from the Government. 

Hirakud Dam Project Stages I and II have been classified as 'productive' from 1966-67; 
the other Major and Medium Irrigation projects have been classed as 'on-productive'. 

3 (ii) FINANCIAL RESULTS OF ELECTRICITY SCHEMES 

1. Machkund Hydro-Electric (Joint) Scheme-The Government of Orissa had under­
taken the Machukund Hydro-Electric (Joint) Scheme in 1944 jojntly with the Government 
of Andhra Pradesh with equal rights. Subsequently, it was decided that the Gover r rr.rnt 



of Oi issa should transfer 20 percent of its rights to the Government of Andhra Pradesh 
for99years in lieuofwhich the latter should pay compensation to the former according 
to the terms and coaditions agreed upon between the t wo Governments. During 
construction period, Ocissa and Andhra Pradesh we1e to bear 30 per cent and 70 percent 
respectively of the capita l expenditure. The capital invested by the Government of Orissa 
to end of 1958-59 was Rs. 4,62·64 lakhs. Debits raised by the Government of Andhra 
Pradesh fo r Rs. 64· 94 lakhs represent ing Orissa share (30 percent) of the capital expenditure 
during 1959-60 to 1978-79 have not been accepted by the G overnment ofOrissa. 

With the format ion of the Orissa State Electricity Board from the l st March 1961 all 
the completed transmission a nd distr ibution systems and generating asset!' of H irakud 
System andTalcherThermalSchemc have been transferred to the Board. The Government 
have, how~ver, retai ned under it the Machukund Hydro-Electric (Joint) Scheme. 

T he actual receipts from "Sale of Power" and " Miscellaneous Revenue" of"Mach­
bnd Hydro-Electiic (Joint) Scheme" were Rs. 72·70 lakhs in 1978-79 agai nst working 
expenses of R '>. 1,05· 97 Jakh s exclusive of interest charge~ of Rs. 17· 60 lakhs on Capital 
provided by the Governm..mt. T he gross receipts from the scheme a nd the working 
expensesexclusive of interest on Capita l to end of 1978-79wer e Rs. 12 02·83 1akhs a nd 
Rs. 6,66· 37 lakhs respectively. 

2 Balimela Dam and Power Project :- The project was taken up by the Government 
in 1961-62 jointly with the G overnment of Andhra Pradesh at a n estimated cost of 
Rs 24 crores (the latest revised cost of the project stands at Rs. 52· 14 crores). While the 
expenditure on the D am was to be shared equally by the two Governments, 50 per cent of 
water of the reservoir was to be u tilised by the power project (estimated cost Rs. 21·39 
crores revised to 37· 80 crores) in the Orissa side. Since the entire project is under 
execution by the G overnment of O.:issa, the expenditure in excess of the origina l estimate 
is being borne in full by the Government pending fin al agreement with the G overnment 
of Andhra Pradesh. Total expenditure on the project as a whole at the end of 1978-79 
was Rs. 81· 15 crores (Dam proj ect: Rs. 44· l 7 crores and power project: Rs. 36· 98 crores). 

Actual receip ts on sale of power (to the State Electricity Board) was Rs. 10,43· 33 
lakhs in 1978-79 as against worki ng expenses of Rs 3,22·23 la khs and interest charges of 
Rs 2,60· 60 lakhs on the capita l provided by the Government for the power project. The 
revenue account of Balimela Dam project was opened from the year 1978-79. Though no 
revenue receipts have been booked against the Dam Project <luti ng the year 1978-79, 
working expenses of Rs. 27· 06 la khs were booked against this scheme during the year. 
Besides, interest charges of Rs. 3, 95· 04 lakhs on capita l ir.ve<;ted on Dam Project was met 
out of revenue. 

The Balimela Power House has bee11 t1 a nsfe1red to Orissa State Electr icity Boar.J 
with effect from April 1979.

Explanatory Notes 

1. Public Debt-The total Public Debt of the State Government increased by R~ . 79·SS 
crores during the year- 1978-79 and stood a t Rs. 8,72·66 crores at the close of the year. 

F urther details of the outstand ing debt are given in the Statement no. 17 and annexure 
thereto . 
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2. Internal Debt- The internal debt of the State Government comprises (i) long term 
loans raised from the open market, (ii) loans received from the autonomous bodies, (iii) 
cash credit accommodation by the State Bank of India and (iv) Ways and Means Advances 
from the Reserve Bank of India to cover the gap in the State's resources. 

(i) OpenMarketLoans-These are long term loans raised in the open market having a 
currency of more than twelve months. During the year a loan of Rs. 12·96 crores bearing 
interest at 6t per cent was raised, of which Rs. IO· 35 crores were realised in cash, Rs. 2· 61 
crores by conversion of St per centOrissa Government Loan 1978. The loan is redeemable 
at face value on the 12th September 1978. During the year, Rs. 6· 01 crores were repaid 
in discharge of expired loans of earlier years to the extent tendered for discharge. 

Arrangement for amortisation-The Government has constituted a sinking fund com­
prising two components viz., Sinking Fund (Depreciation) and Sinking Fund (Amortisa­
tion) for loans raised by it in the open market. 

(a) Sinking Fund (Depreciation)-A sum equal to one and half per cent of the total 
nominal amount of loans raised up to 1970-71 was set apart annually to form a depre­
ciation fund for purchasing the securities of the loans for cancellation. No such provision 
was made in respect ofloans raised thereafter. A sum of Rs. 0·42 crore was appropriated 
from the revenue during the year in respect of the loans raised up to 1970-71. 

(b) Sinking Fund (Amortisation)- Annual contribution is made to this fund from the 
revenue for amortisation of such loans at such rates as Government may decide from 
time to time. Io addition to the contribution from the revenue, interest realised on 
investment of the fund balances together with gain on realisation of securities is also 
credited to this fund. The amortisation arrangements have, however, been dispensed 
with by Government from 1974-75 in respect of open market loans.

(ii) Loans received from autonomous bodies--Thi s category of borrowings includes 
loans obtained from Life Inc;urance Corporation of India, National Agricultural Credit 
Fund of the Reserve Bank of India, National Co-operative Development Corporation, 
Rural Electrification Corporation of India, General Insurance Corporation oflndia and 
Khadi and Village Industries Commission. During 1978-79 the Government r~cei v<!d 

Rs 6· 18 crores from these bodies and paid Rs. I· 61 crores in repayment of the outstanding 
loans. Rupees I· 79 crores were paid by Government towards interest on these 
loans. Rupees O· 42 crore were appropriated from revenue to the Sink ing Fund for 
amortisation of loans received from the Life Insurance Corporation of Ind ia. 

(iii) Cash credit accommodation by the State Bank of India- Rupees 2·00 crores 
were outstanding at the commencement of the year on account of cash credit accommodation 
by the Sate Bank of India, Bhubaneswar branch. The Government did not avail any 
fresh loan during the year and repaid Rs. 2·00 crores during the year in repayment of 
the entire outstanding balance at the close of the preceding year. The Government paid 
Rs. 0· 10 crore towards interest on these loans. 

(iv) Ways and Means 4dvances from the Re!erve Bank rf bz&'ia - The shortfall s in 
the prescribed minimum of the cash balance of the State Government are made good by 
taking ways and means advances/overdrafts from the Reserve Bank of India. These are 
borrowings of purely temporary character being repayable within twelve mor:th~ . The 
Government obtained Rs. 56·29 crores as way.> and means advances during 1978-79 in 
addition to the outstanding of Rs. 5·07 crores at the commencement of the year and 
repaid the entire advance in full during the year. Overdrafts aggregating Rs. 6·47 crores 
were also availed of by the Government during the year. These were, however, repaid 
in full during the year. Rupees 0.18 crore and Rs. 0·03 crore were paid as interest by 
Government during the year on ways and means advances and overdrafts respectively. 

3. Loans from tlze Government of India-Rupees 1,00·90 crores were received from the 
Government of India as loans during the year (outstanding balance on 1st April 1978 
being Rs 6,42·05 crores). The State Government repaid Rs. 25·82 crores during the year. 
Interest of R s. 30·68 crores was also paid by Government on loans taken from the Govern· 
ment of India. 

(i) loans for Inaustrial Housing Scheme-The Government have made arrangement 
of amortisation for the repayment of loans received under this scheme. An amount 
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equivalent to the actual recoveries made from the Industrialists is transferred to a sinking 
fund. The balance of the fund at the end of 1978-79 wa~ Rs. 0·20 crore of which Rs. O· 10 
crore were invested in the securit ies of Government of India. 

(ii) Rehabilitation loans and loans under National Loans Scholarship Scheme- In case 
of certain categories of Joans, such as loans for " Rehabilitation of displaced persons. 
repatriates, etc"., " Rehabilitation of Gold~miths" and "National Loan Scholar~hip 

Scheme", the repayment by the State Government has heen restricted to half of the 
principal of loan recovered from the beneficiaries of loans and the other half is retai~d 
by the State Govunment as grant from the Central Government. No repayment was made 
by Government during 1978-79. The State Government have, however, reduced their debt 
liability by Rs. 0·02 crore by remitting the irrecoverable loan under "Rehabilitation of 
displaced persons, repatriates, etc". 

4. Small Savings, Provident Funds, etc.-This comprises mainly the Provident Fund 
balances of the Government servants. 

(ii) Other obligations 

In addition to the above, the balances at the credit of earmarked and other funds as 
also certain deposits, to the extent to which they have not been invested but are merged 
with the general cash balance of the Government a lso constitute the liability of the State 
Government. Such liability at the end of 1978-79 was Rs. 70·79 crores as given below;

I. The cash balance repre~ents the combined balances of the Consolidated Fund, 
Contingency Fund and Public Account. The balance against deposits with Reserve 
Bank shown in the Government account on 31st March 1979 is the balance arrived at 
after taking into account the inter Government monetary transactions pertaining to 
1978-79 advised to the Reserve Bank of India up to the 25th April 1979. 

2. Under an agreement with Reserve Bank of India the State Government has 
to maintain with the Bank a minimum balance of R s. 60 lakhs on a ll working days. 
The Bank informs the Government of its daily balance with the Bank at the close 
of each working day. 

(a.) There was a difference of R s. JJ ·76 lakhs between the figure reflected in the accounts 
(Rs.- 12,60·61 lakhs) and that intimated by the Reserve Bank of India (Rs.-12.46·85 lakhs). The 
difference is under recoar.iliation (January 1980). 
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If the balance falls below the agreed minimum on any day the deficiency is made 
good either by taking a ways and means advance from the Reserve Bank or by redis­
counting the treasury bills. The Bank allows ordinary and special ways and means 
advances up to a limit mutually agreed upon between the Bank and the Government. 
The limit of ordinary ways and means advances had been fixed a t Rs. 6 crores up to 
30th September 1978 and was raised to Rs. 12 crores from 1st October 1978. The Bank 
bas also agreed to give special (secured) ways and means advances up to Rs. 6 crores 
against pledge of Government securities. If even after the maximum advance is given, 
there is a shortfall in the minimum cash balance, the shortfall is left uncovered, overdrafts 
are given by the Bank if the State has a minus balance after availing of the maximum 
advance. 

These advances carry interest a.t one percent below the Bank rate for the first 
90 days, one per cent above the Bank rate beyond 90 days and up to 180 days and 
two per cent above the Bank rate beyond 180 days. The Bank charges interest on the 
shortfall in the minimum ba lance at one per cent below the Bankrate and on overdrafts 
at the Bank rate up to and including the seventh day and at three per cent above the 
Bank rate thereafter.

3. The investments held in the cash balance Investment account as on 31st March 
1979 was Rs. 14,21· 19 lakhs; the. e were invested in Government of India.securities and 
treasury bills. The i oterest realised during the year on investment was Rs. 35· 35 lakhs 
which included Rs. 29·87 lakhs being interest on treasury bil ls of Rs. 132,14·66 lakhs 
rediscounted during 1978-79. 

4. The investments from out of the earmarked funds at the end of the year were 
for Rs. 13,13·29 lakbs, details of which are given in the Annexure to the Statement 
no. 19. Interest realised on these investments was Rs. 77·64 lakhs during the year.

EXPLANATORY NOTES 

The significance of the term " Government Account" is explained in note '3' below. 
The other headings in the Summary take into account the balances under all account beads 
in the Government books where the Government has a liabilitytorepaythemon~ysreceived 
or bas a claim to 1-ecover the amount paid and also heads of account opened in the books 
for adjustment of remittance transactiQnS. It must be un~ersfood that these balances can 
not be regarded as complete record of :financial position of the Government of Orissa 
as these do not take into account the physical assets of the State such as land, buildings, 
communications, etc. or any accrued dues or outstanding liabilities which are npt brought 
to account under cash basis of accounting followed by the Government. 

2. A summary of receipts, disbursements and balances under D~bt, Contingency 
Fund and Public Account is given in statement no. 16. 

In a number of cases there are unreconciled differences in the closing b~lances as 
reported in statement no. 16 and those shown in separate registers or other records main­
tained in the Accounts Office/ Departmental Offices for the purpose. Steps are being taken 
to settle the di screpancies as soon as possible. In many cases the full details and documents 
required for the purpose are awaited from departmental/ treasury officers; some important 
cases are detailed in Appendix-II. 

The balances are communicated to the· departmental officers every year for acceptance 
thereof. In a large number of cases such acceptances have not been received (January 
1980). Some instances where the verification and acceptances of balances involving la r~e 

amounts have been delayed are given in Appendix-III. Jn many cases the delay extends 
over several yearll. 

3. Government Accoount- Under the system of book keeping foJlowed in Govern­
ment accounts, the amounts booked under revenue, capital and other transactions of 
Government, the balances of which are not carried forward from year to year, are closed 
to a single head called "Government Account". The balance under this head represents 
the cumulative result of all such transactions so that after adding thereto the balances under 
the heads of account relating to Public Debt, Loans and Advances, Small Savings, Provi­
dent Funds, etc, Reserve Funds, Deposits and Advances, Suspense and Miscellaneous 
(Other than miscellaneous Government Account), Remittances and the Contingency 
Fund, the closing cash balance at the end of the year may be worked out and proved.
