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2. Sections and Heads of Accounts- Within each ofthedivi!>ions mentioned 
above, the transactions are grouped into sections which are fuiihc1 sub-
ti ivided inLo Major Heads of Account. The sections arc distinguished by 
let,ters of ali:habet, a 5ingle letter d cnoting the J·evenue rortion and a double -11; 

letter denoting the capital portion of a particular catcgo1 )' of transactions, 
e.g., Section A denotes Lhe revenue (and expcnditt!l e) grouped as "Collection 
of Taxes, Duties ancl oth~r Principal Head s of Revenue" and Section AA 
denotes t he capital expendirure on works connected the1 cwith . 

The Major Heads in Lhe Revenue and Capital divi::,iom are numbered 
serially, Roman numerals being employed on the receipt side and Inter­
national ones on t he d isbursement side. No numbering is adopted for the 
Contingency Fund and for Debt, Deposit and Remittance heads, though 
f. hese are al so arranged in sections. 

The Major Head s are sub-div.ided into Minor H eads and the Minor 
Heads into Sub-heads and D etailed heads. Under eacl1 o f these heads, the 
expenditme is shown distributed beh,een Charged and Voted. The Major, 
Minor a nd Sub-heads prescribed for the classificat ion of expenditm e in the 
general accounts are not neces&arily ind ent ical ,,ith the G rant&, Sub-head s 
and ot her units of allotments which are adopted by the Finance Depait mcn1 
for D emand s for Grants but in general: a ceiiain drgi ee of . conelation i::; 
maintainec\ between the Demands for Granis and the Finance Accounts . 

3. System of Accounts- The transactions included in these accounts ' " 
represent mainly the actual cash receipts ancl disbursements dU l'ing the financial 
year ending with 31st March, 1967 as distinguished from the amounts due 
to or from Government during the same period. The cash basis system is, 
however, not entirely i.uitable for recording the transacrions and fo1 presenting 
t,he t rue 5tate of affairs of Government Commercial Unc\e1fakings run on 
commercial principles . The detailed accounts of this class of und e1 t akings 
are, therefore, maintained outisde the regu lar accounts in commercial form 
and are subject to a test check by t he Indian Audit and Account s Depa1 tmer,t. 

The figures of actuals shown in these accounts are net, after takin~ into 
account the recoveries, although the D emand& presented to the State Legis­
lature and the Appropriation Accounts are for gross expenditme and exclude 
all credits and recoveries which are otherwise taken as ,.eduction of e>.rendi­
t ure.

With the formation of the Orissa State Electricity Be ard, with effect from 
1st March, 1961, all the C.)ro;>le ted transmission and distribution system have· Jr 
been transferred to the co ntro l of the Board. The Board has also beLn given ) 
the responsibility of new co nn~ctions and co nstruction of transmission lines 
throughout the State. The allocation of asset s and liabilities pertaining to 
the schemes concerned b..:tw.o:en the Board and the Government has not been 
finalised so far. capital expenditure to the extent of Rs. 17·45 crores was 
transferred to Orissa State Electricity Board provisionally dt.ring 1964-65 
(Rs. 16·72 crores) and 1966-67 (Rs. 0·73 crores) and has been treated a s loan 
to the Board. 

Government undertook the execution o f Talcher Thermal Scheme and 
Talcher Utilisation Scheme in 1960-61 and 1961-62, respectively. Talcl1er 
Therma l Scheme is still under construo-tion and the interest charges on the 
scheme are being met from revenue. 

Besides, Govt.rn01ent had undertaken the Machku nd Hydro·ek ctric 
(Joint) Schema in 1944, joint ly with the G overnment of Andhra Pradesh with 
equal rights. Subsequently, it was decided that G o vernment of Orissa should 
transfer 20 per cent of its rights to the G overnment of Andhra Pradc.sh for a 
period of 99 years in lieu of which the latter should pay compensation to the 
former according to the terms and co nditions agreed upon. Duing the con­
struction period , Orissa and Andhra Pradesh are to bear 30 per cent and 76 \ · 
per c~t respectively of the capital expenditure each bearing interest charges 
on the capital, provided by it during the yl!ar. The capital invested by the 
Government of Orissa to the end of 1958-59 was Rs. 4,62·64 lakhs. Debits 
raised by the G overnment of Andhra Pradesh for Rs. 74·77 lakhs representing 
Orissa 's share (30 pei oenl of the capital expenditure during 1959-60 to 1966-67) 
have not yet been acc.!pted by the Government of Orissa as it is held by the 
Government of Orissa that the expenditun o n the project exceeded the esti­
mated amount, the co ndi tio ns whereof a re not known to them and that the 
decisio n ofthe Government o f Andhra Pradesh to raise the height'·of Jalput 
Dam was taken unilaterally, and , therefore , the Government o f Orissa could 
not assume resp:>nsibility for financing any additional expenditure thereof. 
The receipts and working expenses of Machkund Hydro-electric (Joint) 
Scheme during the year 1966-67 were Rs. 71'53 lakhs and R s. 21·17 lakhs 
(excluding interest on capital outlay) respectively as aga inst R s. 97·41 lakhs 
a 11d R s. 35· 39 lakhs in the year 1965-66. 

The gross receipts 0 11 account of sale of power and miscellaneou s revenue 
were R s. 84·09 lakhs during 1966-67 as against the working expenses of 
Rs . 31· L 7 la khs (exclusive of interest charges on capital provided by Govern­
m ,,nt). The gross receipts f~om t~e schemes reta~ned by .Government and 
the working expenses exclusive o f interest on capital creditable to Govern­
ment to end o f 1966-67 amounted to Rs. 5,2.2· 57 lakhs and R s. 1,42·20 lakhs 
respectively. The progressive direct capital outlay on Electricity Scheme3

The Government of Orissa have made amortisation arrangements for 
repayment of loan taken from the Central Government for Industrial Housing .. \

ment, an au1ou11t equivalent to the actual recoveries made from the industria-
lists is transferred to the Sinking Fund. The balance in the Sinking Fund for 
the amortisation of this loan at the end of 1966-67 amounted to Rs. t 1 ·25 
lakhs of which Rs. 9' 18 lakhs stood invested in the securities of Government 
of fndia; the particulars are given in the Annexure to the Statement No. 19. 

The revised terms decided by the Government of India in August , 1959 
for repayment of Relief and Rehabilitation loans have been accepted by the 
State Government. The State Government, are, however, paying to the 
G overrunent of India only t he sums actually realised from the displaced persons 
in lump sum. Sums of Rs. 0·67 crorc and Rs. o· 16 crore on account of principal 
and interest respectively remained outstanding towards repayment on this 
account on 31st March, 1967 according to the original terms and conditions. 
No part of principal was repaid during the year; an amount of Rs. 1'86 lakhs 
towards interest in respect of recent loans was paid during the year. 

In June, 1964, the Government of India decided that the State Government 
would be absolved of their responsibility to ·share any portion of losses on the 
loans granted to the displaced persons from East Pakistan prior to 3 lst March, 
1964 (other than the loans granted to displaced persons migrating after 31st 
December, 1963). Losses to be remitted on this account have not been worked 
out by the State Govemmerit. 

Out of the loans received for Development of Hand loom Industry and for .._ ~ 
Conversion of Handlooms into Powerlooms, a total sum of Rs. 10·03 lakhs /~ 
could not be utilised by the State Government ( March, 1967 ) and the 
repayments of instalments of principal and interest in respect of these loans 
have been effected as per terms and conditions applicable to loans granted for 
non-pattern schemes in accordance with the decision of Goverrunent of India.

No law has been passed by the Legislature of the State under the provisions 
of Article 293 of the Constitution laying down the limits within which the 
Government may give guarantees on the security of the Consolidated Fund of 
the State. 

Government guaranteed the repayment of loans, etc., raised by the various 
institutions and in consideration thereof they were to pay to Government 
guarantee commission at rates varying from 1/4 to 1! per cent of the out­
standing guarantee (except in case of Co-operative Institutions). Some Ins­
titutions have defaulted in the payment of guarantee commission. The extent 
of such default according to the information furnished by the departmental 
officers have been mentioned in column 4 of the detailed statement below. 

In order to fulfil the guarantee in respect of payment of minimum dividend 
on the capital of the Orissa State Financial Corporation, Government have paid 
a sum of R5. 7•73 lakhs up to 31st March, 1967, since the~Corporation was set 
up in 1957-58. The amount paid by the Government in this regard during 
1966-67 was Rs. 1 ·61 lakhs.

It must be understood that these balances cannot be regard­
ed as a complete record of the financial position of the Government of Orissa 
as these do not take into account a ll the physical assets of the State, such as 
L ands, Bui ld ings, Communications, etc., nor any accrued dues or ot1lstanding 
liabilities which a rc not brought to account under the cash basis of accounting 
followed by Government.
