Postal Life Insurance (PLI) was introduced on 1% February 1884 with the express
approval of the Secretary of State (for India) to Her Majesty, the Queen Empress of India. It
was essentially a scheme of State Insurance mooted by the then Director General of Post
Offices, Mr. F. R. Hogg in 1881 as a welfare scheme for the benefit of Postal employees and
later extended to the employees of Telegraph Department in the year 1888. In 1894, PLI
extended insurance cover to female employees of P & T Department at a time when no other
insurance company covered female lives. It is the oldest life insurer in this country.

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Moreover some observations were raised regarding excess investment over and above net
accretion and excess booking of interest income from GOISSFRB in the statement 3. As
regards, excess investment it was replied that excess investment was due to excess assessment
of daily net accreation by the HPO, the contention of which is not correct due to the fact that
HPOs do nothing but transmitting the daily figures to DPLI wherein there is scope of assessment
of net accretion. Moreover, at this stage visiting of HPO for scrutiny daily records for this purpose
is not possible as vetting of the figures is an urgent process.

Moreover some observations were raised regarding excess investment over and above net accretion and excess
booking of interest income from GOISSFRB in the statement 3. As regards, excess investment it was replied that
excess investment was due to excess assessment of daily net accreation by the HPO, the contention of which is not
correct due to the fact that HPOs do nothing but transmitting the daily figures to DPLI wherein there is scope of
assessment of net accretion. Moreover, at this stage visiting of HPO for scrutiny daily records for this purpose is not
possible as vetting of the figures is an urgent process.
