The individual Detailed Appropriation Accounts of the various Voted Grants and Charged
Appropriations for the year are, as usual, embodied in Part [I-Detailed Appropriation Accounts.

As compared to 209-10 total Working Expenses rose by ¥ 6558.87 crore while Gross Receipts increased by
7571.66 crore. The percentage of total Working Expenses to Gross Earnings (Operating Ratio) was 94.59 as against
95.28 in 2009-10and 90.46 in 2008-09. The ratio of 'Net Revenue'to Capital-at-Charge including investment from Capital
Fund forthe year was4.43 asagainst4.51 in 2009-10 and 8.80in 2008-09. The percentage of Working Expenses to Gross
