Subject to the 
observations in this compilation and t0 those in my Report 
on the accounts of the Government of Tamil Nadu for 
the year 1976-77, the accounts now presented are, accord­
ing to m y information, correct statements of the receipts 
and outgoings -of the Government of Tamil Nadu for the 
year 1976-77 .

INTR() DUCTOR.Y 

Tlle accounts of OoTernment are kept in three pa.its :­

Part I-Consolidated Fund. 

Part II-Contingency Fund. 

Part HI-Public Account. 

In Paft I, tb.ere are two main divisions, viz :-

(1') Reve1rne-consisting of sections for ' Receipt Heads (Revenue 
Accot1nt) ' and 'Expenditure Heads (Revenue Account)' ; 

(2) Capital, Public Debt, Loans, etc.-consisting of sections for 
' Receipt Heads (Capital Account), ' ' Expenditure Heads (Capital 
Account)' and ' Public Debt, Loans and Advances, etc.' 

First div-ision.-The first division deals with the proceeds of taxation 
and other receipts classed as revenue and the expenditure met therefrom, 
the net result of which represents the revenue surplus or deficit for the 
year. 

Second division.- ln this division, the section' Receipt Heads (Capital 
Account) ' deals with receipts of capital nature which cannot be applied 
as a set off to capital expenctiture. 

The sectio n ' Expenditure Heads (Capital Account)' deals w1th 
expenditure met usually from borrowed funds with the object either of 
increasing concrete assets of a material and permanent character or of 
reducing recurring liabilities. It also includes receipts of a capital 
nature intended to be applied as set off against expenditure. 

The section 'Public Debt, Loans and Advances, etc. ' comprises loans 
raised and their repayments by Gove.rnment such as 'Internal Debt' 
and · Loans and Advances' made (and their recoveries) by Gcvernment. 
The section. also includes certain special types of heads for transactions 
relating to ' Transfers from the Consolidated Fund to tht. Contingency 
Fund ' and ' Inter-State Settlement'. 

In Part II of the accounts are recorded the transactions connected 
with the Contingency Fund. set up by Government under Article 267 (2) 
ef the Constitution of India. 

I n Part Ill of the accounts, the transactions relating to ' Debt' (other 
than those included in Part I), 'Peposits ', 'Advances', 'Remittances• 
and ' Suspense' arc recorded . The trarisactions under ' Debt', ' Deposit 



-and 'Advances' in this part are those in respect of which Ooverwue11t 
incurs a liability to repay the nioneys received or has a claim· to recover 
the amounts paid together with the repayments of the former ('Debt ' 
a ud ' Deposits') and the recoveries of the latter (' Advances'). The 
transactions relating to 'Remittances' and• Suspense ' in this part embrace 
all heads which are merely adjusting heads under which appear suctt 
transactions as remittances of cash between treasuries and currency 
chests, accounts between different accounting circles, e-tc... The initial 
debits or credits to these beads will be cleared eventually by correspond-

. iBg receipts c r payments either within the same ctrcle of account or in 
a nother account circle. 

2. Sectors and 'Cla;r/s o/ Accowzts.- Within each cf the sections i n. 
Part I mentioned above the transactions are grouped into sectors, such 
as' Tax Revenue', ' Non-Tax Revenue· etc., for the receipt heads (revenue 
account) aed ' General Services', ' Social and Community Servi~s ', 
' Eco nomic Services ' etc. , for expenditure heads. Specific functions or 
serv1ces (such as education, medical aid, fam ily planning, housing, etc., 
in respect of Social and Community Services) are grc uped in the sectors 
for expendit~re beads. In Part III also the transactions are grouoed 
into St'ctors, such as · Small Savings, Provident Funds, etc. 'and ' Reserve 
Funds' etc. The sectors are sub-divided into major heads of account. 
In some cases the sectors are, in addition, sub-divided into sub-sectors 
before their division into major heads of acco unt. 

The maJor heads are divided into minor heads, each of which ha5 a 
number of subordinate heads, generally known as sub-heads. The sub­
heads are further divided into detailed heads. Under each of these 
heads, the expenditure is shown distributed between charged and voted. 
Sometimes major heads are alsc divided into sub-major heads before 
their further division into minor heads. The sectors, major heads, 
minor heads, sub-heads and detailed heads together constitute a five­
tier arrangement of the classification structure of Government Accounts . 
The major, minor and sub-heads prescribed for the classification of 
expenditure in the general accounts are not necessarily identical with the 
Grants, Sub-heads and other units of allotments which are adopted by 
the Finance Department for Demands for Grants ; but in ge.neral a 
certain degree of correlation js maintained between the Demands for 
Gra nts and the Finance Accounts. 

The rnaJor heads c f accounts, falling within the sectors for expenditure 
heads, gen,rally correspond to functions of Government, while the- miner 
heads subordinate to them identify the programmes undertaken to 
ac.hieve the objectives of the function represented by the major head. 
The schemes or activities included in the- programme generally correspond 
~o sub-heads below a minor head representing a programme. Detailed 
heads give the object classification.

3. Co<1ific1.:tio11. - Tne secto1 s a1 e distinguished· by capital .letters o 
1 the a lphabt.t in separate series for (i) receipt major heads (revenue account), 

(ii) expenditure major heads· (revenue account) and (iii) capiJ.al s~liou , 
public d~bt, loans and advances and public aecount. The sub-s~ctvrs 
are distinguished by small letters of the alphabet. 

Each majot head is allotted a code number which consists of a three 
digit Arabic number. code. The first digit indicates wheth<'r a part-i­
cula r major head pertains to the ' Revenue Receipt ' section/' Revenue 

· · Expenditure ' section/' Capital Receipt' section{' Capital E~penditure' 
section, Public Debt a nd Loans and Advances, etc.' sectjo n or t~ the 
' Public Acco unt '. The next two d igits i nd 'cate the major heads. T he 
digits indicating th() ma3or. heads rema in the same fer the major head 
denoting the same fu llction occurring in the several sectio1.1s included in 
the Consolidated Fund. 

Under this scheme of codification, the receipt major head.s (revenue 
account) are assigned a block of consecutive serial numbers from 020 
to 199, expenditure major head s (revenue account) from 211 to 399, 
expenditure major heads (capital account) from 41 l to 599, major heads 
tmder ' Public Debt' from 601 to 610 and those under. 'Loans and 
Advances, ' Inter-State Settlement' and 'Transfer to Contingency Fund ' 
from 611 to 799. The code number 400 has beer. assigned for Capita l 
receipt major head. The only major head ·Contingency Fund ' in PartII­
'Contingency Fund' has been assigned the code number 800. The major 
heads in the Public Account a re assigned the code numbers from 801 
to 899. 

4. The transactions included in these accounts represent mainly 
the actual cash rt.ceipts a nd disbursements during rhe finarcial year 
April to March as distinguished from amounts due to or from Govern­
ment during the same perjod. The cash basis system is, however. not 
entirely suitable, for recording the t ransactions and oresenLing the true 
state of affairs of G :>vernment commercial undertaki ngs run on commer­
cial principles. T he detailed accounts of thi.s class of undertakings are. 
therefore, maintained outside the regular accourts in prcper commer­
cial fo;m and are subjected to test check l:y the fo jian Audit and Accounts 
Department. 

5. The .ligures of actuals shown in thesf. accou nts are net, after taking 
into account the recoveries, a lthough the Demands prest.nted to the 
Legislature and the Appropriation Accounts are for gross expenditure 
and exclud e. all credits and recoveries which are otherwise taken as 
red uc· ion of expenditure. 

6. As indicated i.n parag1aph l of the " Tntrodw.:tory' ' to the Finance 
Accounts, 1974-75, change-.: were introduced from April 1974 in the 
~1ructure of accounts and classificatio n of Government transaction'S.

Th6 progress1'\'"e figures carried forward und,r dUfert nt heads of account 
upto 31st March 1974 were to be shown against new heads of aCCOWlt 
eKectiTc from 1st April 1974. In many cases the progressive figure 
at the end of 1973-74 under an existing minor head was to be distributed 
undet several new mino r heads within a new major head or , in some 
cases, even more- than one major ht:ad. Jn several cases the scheme wise 
iden tificatio n and consequently functional reclassification of the ex­
penditure a lready booked was not possible. As such, allocation of 
the pFOgressive figu1es to new heads of acccunt could not be made with 
refere11cc to 1eco11ds maintaint d in the Accounts Offices and necessary 
i nformation had to be collected from t he departmental offices. As 
p rogressive figures of capital expenditure at the end of a year had been 
canied forward over many years past, colle<.-tion of infotmation neces­
sary for distribution o f such figure-s among the new h(·ad s of account 
effecrive from I s1 April 1974 was further rendered difficult on account 
of many factors like reorganisation of departmental offices, reorgani­
sation of Audit and Acco unts Offices and ev·m reorgani~ation of State:. 
and in tegration of the former princely States. Attempt was made tc. 
distribute such figures on the basis of details.'info1 mation obtained fro m· 
the record s availa ble with th< Jndian Audit and Accou nts D eparrment 
o r from G overnment departments. The progressive figures upto 31st 
March 1974 which could not be distributed were shown in the Financ~ 
Accounts 1974-75 and Finance Accounts 1975- 76 unde.l' a sepa1 ate 
minor head " Pre-1974-75 Outlay no t allocated " . The extent to which_ 
d istribution has since been made is indicated in t he Finance Accounts 
1976- 77.

Out of the 66 [rrigation schemes in the State whi ch have been declared 
as commercial, 48 schemes are revenue earning. Of the 34 schemes 
costing more than Rs. one crore, the net Joss in respect of 24 schemes 
which were revenue earning during 1975-76 expressed as a percentage 
of the capital outlay (both direct and indirect) was 4·09 as against 4·91 
i n the p revious year. The decrease in Joss is mainly due to substantial 
inercase in revenue in respect of Cauvery Delta System, Kodayar , 
Cauvery-Mettur Project, Lower Bhavani Project and Parambikulam­
Aliyar Project. 

2. For the purpose of pro forma accounts, works in Irrigation

Government of Tamil Nadu had to maintain with the Bank a minimum 
balance of Rs. 55 fakhs on all the days upto 30th April 1976 which was 
raised to Rs. 1,10 lakhs from 1st Mayl976 . ~r the cas[l balance ·falls 
below the agreed minimum, the deficiency is made good eitht r by selling 
Treasury Bills or by taking ways and means advances from the Bank 
which were, however, limited to a maximum er Rs. 6,60 lakhs upto 30th 
April 1976. The limit was raised to Rs. 11 ,00 fakhs from !st May 1976. 

Tn addition, special advances not exceeding Rs.3,30 Iakhs upto 30t11 
April 1976, and from 1st May 1976 Rs. I I , 00 lakhs are also made 
by the Bank, whenever necessary. If even after the maximum 
advance is given, there is a shortfall in the minimum cash balance, the 
same is left uncovered. Overdrafts a re given by the Bank if the 
State bas a mjnus balance after availing of the maximum advance. 

Prior to 3rd May 1976, advances and shortfalls carried interest at 
one per cent below the Bank Rate and overdrafts at the Bank Rate. 
From 3rd May 1976, the advances carry interest at one per cent below 
the Bank Rate for the first 90 days, one per cent above the Bank 
Rate beyond 90 days and upto 180 days and two per cent above the 
Bank Rate beyond 180 days. The Ba1ik charges interest on the 
s hortfalls in the minimum balance at o ne per cent below the Bank 
Rate and on overdrafts at the Bank Rate upto and including the 
s~venth day and at three per cent above the Bank Rate thereafter. 

During the year the balance of State Government with the Re­
serve Bank of India fell short of the agreed minimum on 17 days. 
The cieficiency was made good by taking ways and means advancei:. 

The total amount of advances obtained during t he year were Rs. ,,33 
crores· These were repaid in full and there was no balance of such 
advances on the 31st March 1977. Interest paid on 1 he advances was

1. The 5igni.ficance of the head "Government Accouut" is explained 
i n note 4 be!ow. T he other headings in this summary take into account 
the balances under all account heads in Government books where 
Government has a liability to repay the moneys received or has a claim 
to recover the amounts paid and alf:o head~ of accounts opened in the 
books for adjustment of remittance t ransactions. It must be under­
stood that the<:e balances cannot be regarded as a complete record 
or the financial position of th.:. Government ot Tami l Nadu. as tbe!'e 
do not take i nto account all the physical assets ot the State 
such as lands, buildings, communications, etc., nor any accrued due~ 
or outstanding babilities which are not brought to account under the 
cash b asis of accounting followed by Government. 
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2. A sum)Uary of receipts, disbursements and balanc('s under Debr, 
Contini.iency Fund and Public Account is given in Statement No. 16. 

In almost a ll cases there were unrecopcjJed differences in the olosi ng 
balance as reported in Statement No. 16 and that shown in the separate 
registers or other records maintained in the accounts office/departmental 
offices to r the purpose. Steps are being taken to sett!~ the d1screpanciu 
as soon as p.J!-',sible. In many cases, full details and d ocuments required 
tor the pu rpose are awaited from departmentalftrearnry officers aq 
detailed i n Appendix I. 

The balances are communicated to the officers concerned every year 
for verfication and acceptance. In a large number of ca5es such accep­
tances haY< not been received. Instance~ whete the verification and 
acceptance of balances involving large amounts have been delayed are 
given ;n Appendix lV.
