According to the Section 4 (2) of the Act, the State Government shall take appropriate measures
to eliminate the Revenue Deficit and control the Fiscal Deficit at sustainable level and build
adequate revenue surpluses.
Amended section 4 (3a) of the Actprovides for reduction of Revenue Deficit to nil within a
period of four financial years beginning from the first day of April 2011 and ending on the 31
day of March 2015. In the year 2011-12, there was a Revenue Surplus of ¥ 7,16.05 crore, and to
that extent the provisions of modified FRBM Act have been complied with.
The amended section 4 (3c) provides that the State Government reduce Fiscal Deficit to less than
three and a half percent of the estimated Gross State Domestic Product for the years 2011-12 &
2012-13 and three percent for the years 2013-14 & 2014-15. During the years 2011-12 the Fiscal
Deficit at T 17,57.07 crore was 2.89 percent of GSDP (X 60898 crore), which was below the 3.5
percent stipulation of the amended FRBM Act.
Section 4 (3e) envisages the State Government not to give guarantees for any amount exceeding
the limits stipulated under any rule or law of the State Government existing at the time of the
coming into force of the Act or any other rule or law to be made by the State Government
subsequent to the coming into force of this Act. The State Government has not intimated whether

any law has been passed in this regard.

14. Objection Book (OB) Suspense

The items of receipts and payments, that cannot be taken to the final head of account due to
misclassification or being incomplete are temporarily posted under Objection Book Suspense
under Minor Head 102 Suspense Civil of Major Head 8658- Suspense Accounts. These items are
eventually cleared from the suspense and taken to the actual Head of Account. An amount
(expenditure) of T 59.08 crore has been cleared from O. B. Suspense pertaining to the previous
years. Out of this amount, T 57.40 crore has been cleared from Revenue Expenditure and ¥ 1.68
crore from Capital Expenditure. The clearance of O B Suspense is booked as expenditure in the

accounts, which resulted in decrease of Revenue Surplus.

15. Utilization Certificates (UCs) for Grants-in-aid.
The State Government gives Grants-in-aid to various bodies for various purposes & schemes. The
Government may stipulate that Utilization Certificates (UCs) of the released grants may be

forwarded to Accountant General. Accountant General keeps a watch over such UCs. The Grants
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in aid given by the Government is accounted for under the respective Major Heads of Account.

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Explanatory Notes to Statement 6

1. Amortisation arrangements-Government of Uttarakhand has created a “Consolidated Sinking Fund” for amortization of loans
raised by it in the open market which has come into force with effect from the financial year 2000-2001. The fund has been built up by
contribution from revenue (Consolidated Fund) and interest accrued on the investments made out of the Fund. The Government shall contribute
and continue to contribute an amount equivalent to a minimum of 3 percent of the outstanding open market loans as at the end of the previous
year. This Fund is to be utilized as an amortization Fund for redemption of the open market loans of the Government, commencing from the
financial year 2004-05. The Fund shall not be utilized for any purpose other than redemption of open market loans of the Government. The

total amount as open market loans stood at ~ 83,94.32 crore as on 31% March 2012.

The total balance in the “Consolidated Sinking Fund” as on 31% March 2012, was ~ 9,78.00 crore. Out of this, an amount of > 9,02.36

crore was invested in the Government of India Securities, leaving a net balance of = 75.64 crore in the Fund.

2. Loans from Small Saving Fund - Loans out of the collection in the ‘Small Savings Schemes’ and ‘Public Provident Fund’ in
the Post Offices are being shared between the State Government and the Central Government in the ratio of 3:1. A separate fund viz. ‘National
Small Savings Fund’ was created in 1999-2000 for the purpose of release of loans out of Small Savings collections. The loans received during
2011-12 amounted to ~ 5,36.39 crore and ~ 2,04.22crore was repaid during the year. The balance outstanding at the end of the year was ~
68,98.31 crore which was 29.22 percent of the total Liabilities of the State Government as on 31% March 2012.

3. Market Loans- These are long term loans raised in the market having a currency of more than twelve months. During the year
2011-12 six loans , 8.39 percent Govt. Stock 2021 for = 5,00.00 crore, 8.65percent Govt. Stock 2021 for = 2,00.00crore and 8.62 percent Govt.

B. Government Account: Under the system of book-keeping followed in Government accounts, the amount booked under revenue, capital and other
transactions of Government the balances of which are not carried forward from year to year in the accounts, are closed to a single head "Government
Account”. The balance under this head represents the cumulative result of all such transactions.

To this the balances under Public Debt, Loans and Advances, Small Savings, Provident Funds, Reserve Funds Deposits and Advances, Suspense
and Miscellaneous (Other than Miscellaneous Government Account), Remittances and Contingency Fund,etc. are added and the closing cash balance
at the end of the year is to be worked out and proved.

The other headings in the summary take into account the balances under all accounts heads in Government books in regard to which Government
has a liability to repay the money received or has a claim to recover the amounts paid and also heads of account opened in the books for adjustment
of remittance transactions.

It must be understood that these balances can not be regarded as a complete record of the financial positon of the Government as it does not
take into account all the physical assets of the State, such as lands, buildngs, communication, etc.nor any accured dues or outstanding liabiliaties

which are not brought to account under the cash basis of accounting followed by Government.
